We hold a limited number of events each year and
offer our home on an extended, exclusive use basis
only, allowing you to enjoy a relaxed few days with your
closest family and friends for this special milestone in
your lives.

The house and grounds lend themselves perfectly
to wedding celebrations of all sizes, from intimate
elopements to marquee celebrations of up to 120 guests.

The Main House, Summerhouse and Walled Garden
provide 5 beautiful spaces for civil ceremonies. For
church weddings St. Bartholomew's lies on the edge of
the Estate and the Parish of Yatton & All Saints Church is
under 3 miles away.

We strongly believe that you should have freedom to
plan the day of your dreams, and offer as much flexibility
as possible with choice of caterer, allowing you the
flexibility to define the style of the day, whether a hog
roast, fete and afternoon tea on the lawn or formal
wedding breakfast. Nor do we charge corkage, giving
you the freedom to select exactly the drinks you would
like without any surcharge.

We offer overnight accommodation in 3 beautiful
spaces on the Homme House Estate, allowing you to
accommodate up to 34 guests on site for your wedding.

Family-owned, Homme remains exclusively family run.
We enjoy getting to know every couple who chooses to
hold their wedding at Homme, guiding them through
the planning process and supporting them on the
wedding day itself.




Homme is available for weekend weddings from the
start of April to the end of October each year.

Our extended hire period is from 9:30am on the Friday
morning, allowing you to arrive early for a relaxed and
enjoyable day of settling in and setting up for the
wedding day.

You would be very welcome to spend the evening
before your wedding enjoying the setting at Homme,
whether for a picnic, BBQ, takeaway, sharing style
meal or formal dining.

The reception rooms of the house and gardens can be
used in many different ways depending on your vision
for the wedding day itself. We have no minimum
number of guests and love hosting even the most
iIntimate weddings. Our spacious reception rooms
allow for groups of up to 80 during the day and 120 in
the evening, while the use of a marquee structure on
the Main Lawn allows the guest list to be expanded to
110 (civil) or 120 (church) for the ceremony, reception
and wedding breakfast.

We provide all the recommendations and planning
support you might need to plan the perfect wedding,

but give you freedom to choose the ideal team for
your day. You may like to use one of our recommended
caterers for the food, or to find another caterer who
perfectly suits your plans.

Weekend Weddings

For the drinks we are completely corkage-free,
allowing you to select exactly what you would like
without any costly surcharge. We offer the option of
a designated pay bar supplier for the evening bar, for
which Herefordshire pub prices are charged.

As the wedding day draws to a close, the bar can stay
open until 11:30pm and music continues until 11:45pm.
There is then time for a long goodbye with the non-
residents, who depart by 12.15am. From then the
Library is a cosy space in which to relax and reflect on
the events of the day.

These weddings take place on Tuesdays or
Wednesdays, with a ‘midweekend’ hire period possible
with arrival from 3pm the day before the wedding, and
the hire period extending until 12:30pm the day after
the wedding.

Our midweek offering is specifically designed with
sustainability in mind, and is perfect for couples
seeking a beautiful but mindful, intimate wedding
celebration in an elegant and relaxed setting, with no
minimum number of guests and up to 60 in total.

For floral styling we have partnered with local
sustainable florist The Ledbury Flower Farmer, who
works with 100% home and British grown, foam-free
arrangements in seasonal palettes.

For food, we offer a range of menu options from

a choice of three sustainability-focused catering
partners, heroing locally sourced, seasonal and organic
produce with a focus predominantly on delicious
vegetarian and vegan dishes.

We offer complete, corkage-free flexibility on the
drinks for your wedding day, with the option of a pay
bar with Herefordshire pub prices in the evening. We

also offer access to our discounted rates on a selection
of local tipples including still and sparkling wines,
spirits, ale, lager, cider and perry, if you would like

to minimise drinks miles and explore the delicious
options available in the immediate area.

Our recommended supplier directory highlights
excellent local options to minimise supplier travel
distance, and we offer all the support and planning
advice you might need to minimise the workload and
impact of planning a beautiful wedding celebration.

As a venue we operate on a ‘wedding supported
conservation basis', with all proceeds from weddings
used to fund conservation projects in the listed
buildings and surrounding parkland and woodland.
Each midweek wedding we hold also makes a positive
contribution to our local community, with 5% of the
venue and accommodation revenue donated equally
to Much Marcle Primary School and Much Marcle
Community Shop Ltd. The latter is the local initiative
to develop a sustainable shop, Post Office and café,
as a vital services and friendly social hub for the local
community.

(civil)/120 (church).

The adjacent Panelled Room is transformed into a bar
space, while the Dining Room, the largest reception
room of the house, provides an excellent dance floor.




The Evening

Homme House can host up to 120 guests
for evening celebrations. Dancing takes
place inside the house, with the Library
offering a quiet, cosy space in which to
relax by the fire in colder months. Situated
in the Hall, the bar area neatly links all the
reception rooms, with the Dining Room
available for evening food.

There are endless options for evening
entertainment, from a casino in the Library
to fire bowls and sparklers outside the
house.

Our premises licence allows for bar service
until 23.30, evening music until 23.45

and for all non-resident guests to depart
by 00.15. A list of local taxi companies is
provided, and non-resident guests are
welcome to leave their cars in our car park
for collection the following day.

Our Home: A Shared Endeavour

Homme House has undoubtedly faced many
ups and downs over six centuries since it was
bought by Thomas Kyrle in 1574, a period of
custodianship with continuous family links
through to the present day.

As it was for many country houses, the
twentieth century was a period of steep decline
for Homme, with the impact of dwindling
resources and two World Wars reflected

in the struggle to manage the Estate, and

the deteriorating state of the house and
grounds. By the end of the 1990s the house,
Summerhouse and gardens were in a perilous
state of dilapidation.

Each generation’s guardianship of the place
they call home is shaped by challenges unique
to the era, and as the baton passed to the next
generation the questions were

stark - how to save a house near dereliction,
and how to ensure the sustainability of a place
like Homme into the future.

The answer has been a family home shared

for a limited number of special family
celebrations each year, and Homme opened
for its first weddings in 2004, not as a profit
Mmaximising enterprise, but as a shared
endeavour to continue the ongoing restoration
and conservation of the Estate, to which all
proceeds from weddings are directed.

Homme remains first and foremost our family
home, something which defines the unique
character of the place. We are not a hotel, and
have never considered ourselves a ‘venue’,
rather a home - one made, and shared, with
love.

We are enormously grateful to those who
choose to spend time with us here, supporting
us in the ongoing project of restoring and
conserving this beautiful corner of England,
and we hope everyone who visits shares in and
enjoys the warmth of this much loved family
